Ohio Total Solar Eclipse April 8, 2024

The last total eclipse visible in Ohio was in 1806, and the
next one will be in 2099. The northwest part of Holmes
county is in the full eclipse zone. It will enter Ohio at 3:08 pm
with the final exit of the Moon’s shadow from the state at
3:19 pm.

Safety is the number one priority. The only safe way to
look directly at a partially eclipsed sun is through special
-purpose solar filters, such as eclipse glasses or hand-
held solar viewers which are thousands of times darker
than sunglasses.
